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Not since the ’90s have red lips crept so 
defiantly close to brown. The  

cozy chestnut undertones are edgy and 
flattering, but the vintage hue does 

require an extra step. Always fill in lips 
completely with a matching pencil to 

prevent the color from fading unevenly, 
resulting in a circle of liner (that  

other, less appealing ’90s throwback).

BRICK-RED LIPS

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As a lipstick, violet is not shy—it isn’t 
even mildly cautious. But the  

bold color is outrageously becoming.
(Try lilac if you’re pale, a plummy 
version if you’re dark.) Worn with 

otherwise-bare skin, the shade is lively, 
decadent, and practically poetic.

VIOLET LIPS, BROWS, AND NAILS

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Cerulean, turquoise, cobalt—we’ve tried 
a lot of blue eye makeup. Just never  

all at once. A deep shade on the upper  
lid and a brighter one along the  

bottom widens the eye, while layering 
blue mascara over black (especially  

on the tips) has a cool elongating effect.

SKY AND OCEAN BLUES

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Mossy-green shadow swirled with gold 
is this season’s antidote to spare 

neutrals. “It’s as soft and polished as 
brown or gray but far more interesting,” 

says makeup artist Ayami Nishimura. 
Worn in an exaggerated wing,  

the color is both tasteful and daring.
